0CCUPANCY LIMIT:  There are a maximum number of 12 people allowed to stay and sleep in the cabin at all times.  The property will not be occupied by more than 12.  
 

NO PETS:  You, or anyone in your party, will not allow dogs, cats, or other pets (including birds, reptiles, ferrets, rabbits, etc., and any other "pet") onto the property or inside of the cabin.  Only respectable Humans are allowed. Check-Out Policy:  Checkout time is promptly at 10:00 AM.  A great deal of work must be done to prepare the cabin for guest arrival, and a delay in your departure may result in the cabin not being ready by 3:00 PM for the next guests.  Like you, they are excited and want to be in their cabin on time.  It is our mission to provide the cleanest cabin possible so that you will become our guest for life. This 5-hour window allows just enough time for the cabin to be cleaned and for the hot tub to be drained, sanitized and refilled between guests.

Washing machine down stairs and our cleaning professionals will take care of them.

_____ Empty your coffee grounds & filter from the coffee maker and throw away.
_____ Please remove all personal food items from the refrigerator, freezer and cabinets. (These items must be thrown away if left behind.) 
_____ Pull quilts back on all beds that have been used so we are aware that the linens need servicing. 
_____ Check under the beds for any personal items that may have crawled underneath.
_____ Please return all board games (please make sure each game has its own pieces), puzzle pieces, and video games to their proper boxes and returned to their proper location. 
_____ Please clean grill grates (you may need to leave the grill on for an additional 5-10 minutes to burn off the food that is stuck on the grills), turn gas valve off and cover after each use.  Grill utensils also need to be cleaned and put back in the proper location.
_____ Make sure you have covered the hot tub and please latch shut.
_____ If you used the gas-log fireplace, please be sure the power is OFF.  Do not ever move the gas logs.  It will cause the fireplace to smoke and will smoke up the entire cabin.  They are put in a certain position so it will not work right if they are moved.  Do not put any paper or anything in either of the gas fireplaces.   $500.00 Fee will result because of damages.
_____ During your departure, turn thermostat for heater to 55 degrees in the winter months or the AC up to 80 degrees during summer months. During your stay, in winter months the thermostat should not go above 73, summer months the thermostat should not go any lower than 73.
_____ Make sure all vents in the bedrooms are left open (and not closed, in case you shut them because it was too hot or too cold).
_____ Turn off all lights, lamps, ceiling fans, TV’s, Video Game Systems, coffee maker, etc. 
_____ Be sure that all items from our cabin are still intact.  A thorough Inventory will be conducted after your departure.  This also refers to the FREE items that have been provided for your use (i.e., coffee, creamer, etc.).  Please only use the amount needed for your stay.  Every single item provided for your use is to stay intact upon your departure.

_____ Put all doors in locked position.  Put  house key back in lock box.  Lost key will result in $150 fine because we will have to change all locks in that situation.  
_____ Please lock all windows. (Please do not leave our items vulnerable to theft by leaving the cabin unsecured.) Please check each window after you lock it to be sure it did not slip down and is really locked.  
 
_____ Please enter your comments in our cabin Guest Book that is on the living room/phone table.
_____ You will need to dispose of any garbage. Trash should be put in a trash bags.  No loose garbage is allowed.  A small charge is on the weight of the trash.  Directions are: End of Aska Road going back toward town on the right in a fenced in area.  You will probably see others there dropping off their garbage.   
_____ It is very likely that guests will be checking in on the same day you leave. To reduce confusion, please make sure that you remove all of your personal items before locking the door.  
_____ Lock all doors, the front porch door by turning the dead bolt, test the door to be sure it is locked.  Lock the kitchen door lock,  please listen to the door to make sure it DID lock.  (Please do not leave our items vulnerable to theft by leaving the cabin unsecured.)
 
OUR RESTRICTIONS & RULES:  You, and everyone in your party, needs to be informed about our Restrictions and Rules.  Our Restrictions and Rules are strictly enforced and there are NO EXCEPTIONS! 

DO NOT FEED THE WILD ANIMALS:  This is for your safety and also the safety of the animals. 
THIS IS NOT A WILD PARTY CABIN:  Our log cabin is NOT a PARTY CABIN.   As such, you are expected to treat it with respect.  There will be no loud noises, parties, irrational behavior or disturbances to neighbors.  If the local Police Department is notified of such events, we reserve the right to have your party removed immediately.  If this happens, NO refunds are given for the days you were not able to stay.
SEPTIC SYSTEM:  Our cabin is on a septic system. Please do not attempt to flush anything other than human waste & the minimum amount of toilet paper necessary. Grease, food, kleenex or sanitary products will cause damage to the septic system or cause it to back up - making your stay less than pleasant. 
 

THERMOSTATS:  There is one thermostat in Toccoa Pearl.  It is located across the hall from the bathroom on the main floor.    The other two control the Gas Log Fire

Places.

 

HOT TUB: We suggest that children of age 10 and older are allowed in the hot tub.  Adult supervision is required at all times.  Do not leave hot tub unattended at any time.  Hot tub cover must be fastened at all times when not in use to prevent injury or drowning.  You will use the hot tub at your own risk and will not hold us liable if anything should happen to you or anyone in your party.  You understand that no one should jump, dive or do anything to cause damage to themselves or the hot tub.  You also understand that no one shall play or press the control buttons repeatedly as this will cause the hot tub to shut off or will cause the control panel to malfunction and break.  DO NOT SHUT THE HOT TUB CIRCUIT BREAKER OFF.  Hot Tub needs to be ON at all times.  You, and everyone in your party agree to follow all rules that are placed above the hot tub.  The hot tub has been emptied, cleaned & sanitized, and treated with the appropriate hot tub chemicals after every single renter departs.  Sanitizing in hot tub may cause swimsuit fabric and color to be altered.  Do not wear your expensive swimsuit in tub.  Owner is not responsible for any replacement of these garments.
 

FIRE PIT:  Adult supervision required at all times.  Do NOT leave fire unattended at any time.  Use only designated/pre-cut firewood.  Do not burn leaves or bush or any other materials other than designated/pre-cut firewood.  It is a violation of Georgia Forestry to burn anything other than firewood such as brush and leaves.  Brush and leaves create a dangerously high amount of airborne sparks and embers that can start brush fires very easily.  Always keep the fire to a respectful level and do not build a fire that is too large!  DO NOT use Lighter Fluid to help in starting your fires.  Start your fire the old-fashioned & safe way:  Use sticks lying on the ground or fire starter sticks sold in grocery stores.  COMMON SENSE:  If it is extremely windy outside, DO NOT burn a fire at all, until the wind subsides.  Ambers & sparks are lifted very easily with the wind and travel to dry areas or neighborhood properties.  No one is thrilled about their home being burnt down or their landscaping.   If it is a little windy, keep the fire to a low level.  In other words, DO NOT creates huge bonfires!  A descent fire level is just as relaxing, and is hot enough to toast marshmallows or cook hot dogs.  In case your fire gets out of hand, always keep the red fire bucket full of water near the fire pit at all times.  Please extinguish fire after every use.  Campfires are exempt from requiring a fire permit.  
 

GAS LOG FIREPLACE:  You understand that you will NOT burn wood or any other items (i.e., paper, etc.) in the gas log fireplace.  Failure to follow this rule can result in damage to yourself and your family.  The Gas Fire Place Logs are NOT to be moved.  Moving the fireplace logs will not increase the flame height or change any output.  The gas log fireplace model specifies that the logs need to be kept in a certain position (as we have configured them accordingly). The logs need to be kept stationary.  Do not move them.  You understand by keeping the damper/vent closed, a gas odor may be smelt in the cabin.  Although this is a gas log fireplace, real hot flames are still created.  DO NOT burn any items at all in the fireplace, including paper.  

 

BBQ Grill: Adult supervision required at all times.  Please move the grill to the outer edge of the porch against the railing before use, to help prevent the possibility of fires.  After use, clean grill grates using the grill brush (you may need to leave the grill on for an additional 5-10 minutes to burn off the food that is stuck on the grills), turn gas valve off, wait for the Gas Grill to cool and then cover with the protective cover to protect from weather conditions.  Grill utensils also need to be cleaned and put back in the BBQ Utensil drawer in the kitchen bar.
 

No one is allowed to go in the closets that are locked to use any of the owner's personal items.  These areas are off-limits!  Renters are allowed only to use the items available to you provided on the main floor and upstairs area and basement.  The closet in master bedroom in basement which is locked is also owners storage and not to be opened.  Failure not to follow is known as trespassing!  Adults/Children of all ages are not allowed in these areas as there are safety hazards that can cause possible accidents.  These closets houses many of the owners yard tools, poisonous chemicals, and miscellaneous items and personal items that are ONLY used by the Owner.  This is not a play area and shall not be used as one.  These closets are to be left locked at all times.  This latch not only prevents children from attempting to go in the closets,  but should act as a reminder to adults that the closets are OFF LIMITS and is for the Owner's Use ONLY!!!
